10 Year management agreement
Year O: Direct seed native trees and shrubs

Years 11T 5. - Exclusion of livestock
- Stewardship payment to landholder to offset

lost production ($50/ha/year)

Years 6-10: Livestock re-introduced under rotational
grazing system




Key features of WOPR

A Minimum 10 hectares (usually 20-40ha)
A Widely-spaced direct seeding belts on the contour
(4 rows with 40-50m gap)
A Broad range of native trees and shrubs (025 species)
