Å 2560 km long

Å Funding shared equally by Queensland Government and local 

governments within the fence

The wild dog check fences

Å Comprises main fence at 392 km, Stanthorpe fence 84km, Killarney 

fence 7 km

Å Funded and maintained wholly by local government

The Darling Downs Moreton Rabbit Board fence

Å 555km long

Å Managed by the DDMRB. Established under separate legislation 

and funded by the local governments within the Protected Area. 

Funds collected and administered by Queensland Government



Terms of Reference (TOR)

Å assess the economic, environmental and social benefits of maintaining the three pest animal 
barrier fences

Å review the effectiveness of the three pest animal barrier fences in protecting areas from the 
economic, environmental and social impacts of rabbits and wild dogs

Å make recommendations on the need to maintain, realign, rationalise or abandon barrier fences

Å review the efficiency of the current barrier fence maintenance operations

Å make recommendations on improving the efficiency of the barrier fence maintenance operations

Å review current funding levels and funding responsibility

Å make recommendations on appropriate funding levels and responsibilities

Å review current advisory, administrative, and management (operational) arrangements

Å make recommendations on appropriate advisory, administrative, and management (operational) 
arrangements

Å review existing strategic policy and legislative provisions

Å make recommendations on improved strategic policy and legislative arrangements
